1. Introduction 
Munster Technological University (MTU) is a multi-campus technological university with an extensive and impressive regional footprint with six campuses across the South-West region in Cork and Kerry.
The University was established in January 2021, the result of a merger between two institutes of technology, Cork Institute of Technology and IT Tralee. It accommodates more than 18,000 students and over 2,000 members of staff. 

MTU has six campuses comprising of: 
MTU Bishopstown Campus			MTU Kerry North Campus
MTU Cork School of Music			MTU Kerry South Campus
MTU Crawford College of Art & Design
National Maritime College of Ireland
Munster Technological University is seeking tenders from competent contractors to undertake Building Maintenance & Minor Projects at MTU Cork who will be based on the Bishopstown Campus full-time. This tender will cover the Bishopstown campus and city centre premises along with any new buildings that may come under the remit of MTU during the lifetime of this contract.
The works can include a wide variety of activities as would be expected on a large campus but not limited to the following; carpentry, repair of building fabric, repairs to footpaths, roadways and carparks, drains and gully cleaning, upgrade of offices, classrooms and laboratories, setting up for events, moving furniture/equipment etc
The main requirement of this tender is to assist with the day-to-day maintenance of MTU Cork and will be executed on the basis of day works rates. 
On occasions the contractor will be requested to submit a quotation for minor projects across MTU Cork such as office refurbishment or similar with an estimated value of less than €100k (ex Vat). 
For minor projects valued over €100k will be procured by seeking five quotations in writing or advertised on etenders.
As a significant amount of this work is difficult to quantify, the works are executed using the daywork rates from the Pricing Schedule (App. 2). The quantities in the Pricing Document are notional quantities, included only for tender assessment purposes. They do not describe the full extent of the Works to be executed in this contract. 

Full details can be found in Appendix 1:  Requirements and Specifications. 

2. Contract Duration

The contract will initially be offered for 2 years with the option to extend same by 2 x 12-month extensions.  The contract will be for a maximum duration of 4 years. 




3. Selection Process

3.1 	Evaluation Process
Tenderers will be selected for evaluation under the award criteria provided they Pass the Selection Criteria set out in Section 3.3 below. Tenderers will either pass OR fail each of the Selection Criteria in 3.3. Any Tenderer who fails a selection criterion will be excluded from participating in this Competition. 

3.2 Award Process
Tenders will be evaluated in the following manner
3.2.1	Assessment of completeness and compliance with instructions on submission format.
3.2.2	Only tenderers attaining a Pass in Section 3.3 will proceed to be evaluated against the Award Criteria.
3.2.3	Responses received from tenderers in respect of each point set out in Appendix 1 (Requirements & Specifications) will be scored against the award criteria.  The best pricing proposal submitted in Appendix 2 – Pricing Schedule will be awarded the highest score and all other tenderers will be awarded pro rata scores to two decimal places based on the relative competitiveness of their fee proposal.

3.3	Selection Criteria

Whilst the interviews/presentations themselves will not be scored, dependent upon the performance of the Tenderer at the clarification meeting/presentation, any scores attributed to its tender submission, prior to the clarification meeting /, may be adjusted downwards. For avoidance of doubt, no scores will be increased.

The University will not be responsible for any related costs incurred by Tenderers.

4.5	Minimum Requirements 
It is the responsibility of the interested service provider to ensure that they have read this tender document in full; that they have satisfied themselves that they can met minimum requirements; and provide all the information requested in the format that it has been requested.  Failure on behalf of the interested service provider to familiarise themselves with the requirements of this tender will not be the responsibility of the MTU.
4.6	Opening of Tenders
Tenders will be opened in the presence of 2 duly authorised MTU officials – 2 members of management, 1 administrative staff officer or a combination thereof. 

4.7	Performance Monitoring
Tenders are advised that the successful provider’s performance is monitored on an on-going basis throughout the duration of the contract.  The following will be used to assess service performance.  
· Speed of response to general (non-urgent) queries & urgent queries
· Quality of Service to the MTU  
· Report Green Performance Targets, Delivery, Waste Minimisation
· All Health & Safety adherence to current Legislation and specific site requirements 
· Adherence to all Standards & Good Practice
· Successfully completion of all agreed Snag List’s and hand over of all relevant O&M manuals, including all as-built drawings and documentation.
· Relationship between Contractor’s staff and MTU staff and contractors

5.	General Terms and Conditions 
Detailed contractual arrangements are not within the scope of this document. However, the following conditions should be noted: 

5.1	Minimum Requirements 
It is the responsibility of the applicant to ensure that they have read this document in full; that they have satisfied themselves that they can meet minimum requirements; and provide all the information requested in the format that it has been requested.  Failure on behalf of the applicant to familiarise themselves with the requirements of this document will not be the responsibility of the MTU. While every effort has been made to provide comprehensive and accurate information in all notices and documents prepared for the purposes of this competition, the University does not accept any liability or provide any express or implied warranty in respect of any such information.  Tenderers must form their own conclusions about the solution needed to meet the requirements of this Invitation to Tender and may wish to consult their legal advisors. 

5.2 	Proposal Acceptance 
MTU shall NOT bind itself to accept the lowest priced or any tender submission.
This Invitation to Tender does not constitute an offer or commitment to enter into a Services Contract.
No commitment of any kind, contractual or otherwise with the University will exist unless and until a formal written Services Contract has been executed by or on behalf of the University.
Any notification of preferred bidder status by the University shall not give rise to any enforceable rights by the Tenderer.
The University may cancel this competition at any time prior to a formal written services contract being executed by or on behalf of the University
The award of a Services Contract does not confer exclusivity on the successful Tenderer. 
The MTU reserves the right to re-advertise this contract.
Proposals submitted must be strictly in accordance with this documentation. 

5.3 	Conflict of Interest 
Any conflicts of interest involving a supplier (or suppliers in the event of a consortium bid) must be fully disclosed to the Institution particularly where there is a conflict of interest in relation to any recommendations or proposals put forward by the Applicant.  Applicants should confirm in the course of their response that, prior to responding to this submission, comprehensive searches to identify any conflict of interest have been carried out. 
Applicants are expected to exercise all reasonable care in ensuring that they are aware of any conflicts of interest which exist or may arise at any stage of the process.  Should any such association or conflict of interest emerge at any time subsequent to the submission of a response to this RFT, it should be immediately disclosed to MTU and confirmed in writing by registered post. 
Notwithstanding any other provisions which may apply in law, the discovery or emergence of a conflict of interest on the part of a successful applicant(s) after the award of the contract, may, at the sole discretion of MTU, void the contract. In such an eventuality, MTU shall not be liable for any costs or loss incurred by the successful applicant(s) or other party up to the time of the voiding of the contract. 
Any registerable interest involving the applicant, Members of MTU staff or their relatives must be fully disclosed in the response to this RFT, or should be communicated to the MTU immediately upon such information becoming known to the applicant, in the event of this information only coming to their notice after the submission of a bid and prior to the award of the contract. 
The terms 'registerable interest' and ‘relative’ shall be interpreted as per Section 2 of the Ethics in Public Office Act, 1995. 

5.4 	Collusion and Canvassing
The Competition and Consumer Protection Act 2014 makes it a criminal offence for Tenderers to collude on prices or terms in a public tender procedure.  If any Tenderer is found to have, at any time, offered to give or to have agreed to offer or give to any person, any bribe, gift, gratuity, commission or consideration of any kind and inducement or reward for taking or forbearing to take any action in relation to the obtaining of its Tender, or showing or forbearing to show any favour or disfavour to any person in relation to its Tender, the Tender submitted by such Tenderer shall be automatically disqualified and the circumstances surrounding such action shall be referred to the appropriate authority.  Any attempt by a Tenderer to influence the process of Tender evaluation or the framework agreement award through canvassing or other means shall result in that Tender being rejected. Tenderers are advised that the use of improper influence will also result in a Tender being automatically disqualified. 5.5	Anti-Competitive Conduct
Tenderers’ attention is drawn to the Competition Act 2002 (as amended, the “2002 Act”). The 2002 Act makes it a criminal offence for Tenderers to collude on prices or terms in a public procurement competition.

5.6 	Tax Clearance 
Before any contracts are awarded, the selected applicant (and agent, where appropriate) will be required to comply with the prevailing tax clearance procedures viz: 
(a)	A selected applicant resident in Ireland will be required to promptly produce a Tax Clearance Certificate from the Irish Revenue Commissioners. 
(b)	A non-resident applicant will be required to produce a statement (in lieu of a Tax Clearance Certificate) from the Irish Revenue Commissioners confirming suitability on tax grounds to be awarded the contract. 
Where a certificate or statement expires during the course of the contract, the MTU will require a renewed certificate or statement. All payments under the contract will be conditional on applicants being in possession of valid certificates at all times. 

5.7	Declaration as to Personal Circumstances of Tenderer
Tenderers will be required to complete the Declaration contained in Appendix 4.  At the Invitation to Tender stage, the University will accept the Declaration signed by the Declarant, however, the preferred service provider will have to have the declaration signed / witnessed by a Practising Solicitor / Commissioner for Oaths in advance of award of contract.

5.8	Health and Safety Compliance 
In accordance with the Safety, Health and Welfare at Work Act, 2013, the selected company must provide a signed up-to-date safety policy in line with current legislation showing how the safety, health and welfare of his/her employees shall be secured and managed.  Failure to do so will render the tender application void and will not be accepted by the MTU.

5.9	Other National and EU Legislation 
The selected applicant will be required to comply with all relevant prevailing National and EU legislation. In this regard, the applicants’ attention is specifically drawn to the fact that there is a body of national legislation in such areas as Official Secrets, Data Protection, Freedom of Information, Health and Safety, Employment and Equality Law, Environmental, Social and Labour Law, IPI (International Protection Instrument) the relevant provisions of which the selected applicant will be required to comply with.   Applicants must have regard to statutory terms relating to minimum pay and to legally binding industrial and or sectoral agreements in preparing submissions. 

5.10	Authorised Personnel 
MTU will require that the appointed personnel adhere to agreed procedures concerning who may instruct them/their personnel.  The authorised MTU employee is:  Buildings & Estates Personnel

5.11	Requirements
Applicants should form their own conclusions about the methods and resources needed to meet the requirements of the project.  The MTU will not accept responsibility for the applicants' assessment of the requirements.

5.12	Contract Award 
Information supplied by tenderers will be treated as contractually binding.  Without prejudice, the MTU will endeavour to award the contract by end of September 2026.
The awarding of this contract will be subject to a signed services contract between the successful tenderer and MTU.   
The result of this tender competition will be published by way of a Contract Award Notice on the e-tenders platform including the price of the winning bid.  
Tenderers should note the terms and conditions of the Services Contract at Appendix 6.
Tenders are required to confirm their acceptance of the Terms and Conditions of the Services Contract by signing the Tenderer’s Statement at Appendix 3.  Tenderers may not amend the Services Contract. 
Each Tenderer is required to accept the provisions of this RFT. ALL TENDERERS MUST RETURN, with their Tender, a scanned signed copy of the Tenderer’s Statement, as set out in Appendix 3, printed on the Tenderer’s letterhead. The University must be able to read the scanned signature of the Tenderer. If possible, please sign documents using blue ink. If the University cannot read the scanned signature, Tenderers may be requested to re-submit. Tenderers may not amend the Tenderer’s Statement.

5.13	Tendering 
MTU will accept no responsibility for any costs incurred in formulating or presenting proposals.

5.14	Tendering Costs
(a) 	Rate quoted should be expressed in Euro and exclusive of VAT. The VAT rate(s) applicable should be indicated separately. 
(b) 	The selected applicant shall be responsible for the delivery of all services provided for within the contract on the basis of costs set via this submission. 
(c) 	Any additional costs will be a matter for the tenderers themselves. 
(d) 	Payment for all services / materials will be on foot of appropriate invoices and Purchase Order.  The University shall only recognise a commitment on foot of a validly issued Purchase Order containing a Purchase Order Number, Description of the Goods or Services and the Amount of the commitment.
(e)	MTU will accept no responsibility for any costs incurred in formulating or presenting proposals. 
(f)	Tenders must complete the Pricing schedule at Appendix 2.
(g)	All prices quoted must be all-inclusive (i.e. including but not limited to shipping, packaging, delivery, ancillary costs, travel, duties, taxes, management fees etc)
(h) 	Tenders must confirm that all prices quoted in the tender will remain valid for (6 months)
(i)	Any currency variations occurring over the term of the Services Contract shall be borne by the Tenderer
(j) 	Payments for Services provided pursuant to this ITT shall be subject to and made in accordance with the Services Contract at Appendix 6. 

5.15	Service Standards
MTU insist that the nominated applicant and personnel will conduct themselves in accordance with the standards required by MTU. 

5.16	Late lodgement and extensions to closing
Submission received after the closing date/time will not be considered. Extensions to the closing date and time may be granted in exceptional circumstances at the discretion of MTU.  Applications for such extensions should be directed to the Office of the Vice President for Corporate Affairs no later than 6 days before the closing date.  

5.17	Intellectual Property
Any concept, guidelines or other material developed during the contract will be considered the sole property of MTU and may be used at any time.

5.18	Termination of Contract 
The contract may be terminated by either the MTU or the successful applicant without liability at any time following the submission of 3 calendar months written notice.  MTU reserves the right to terminate the contact at any stage if the work being undertaken by the applicant is found to be unsatisfactory, or where the MTU feels an obligation to withdraw the contract, the contract may be terminated by MTU.  In the event of such a termination, the applicant will only be entitled to receive payment in relation to the acceptable work done.  The computation of such payment shall be based on the extent of the approved work carried out to the date of termination valued, by use of the costs used in the submission.

5.19	Confidentiality
MTU undertakes to use their best endeavours to hold confidential any information provided in proposals submitted, subject to its obligations under law. This includes the Data Protection Act 2018 and the Freedom of Information Acts, 2014 which place obligations on MTU to disclose information in response to queries from the public.  MTU will consult with firms that submit proposals about such sensitive information before making a decision on any Freedom of Information request received.  MTU will be the final decision maker in determining what information may be released. 
If those making submissions wish that any information supplied in their proposal should not be disclosed or published because of its sensitivity, then this should be clearly stated and identified in a separate document properly titled, with the reasons for its sensitivity. This includes of the publication of the price of the winning applicant. 
Subject to law, all information provided by applicants will be treated in strict confidence. Similarly, MTU requires that all information provided will be treated in strict confidence by the applicant(s).

The MTU’s preference is to have tenderers upload one zip file as an attachment to the e-tenders portal.  When tenderers upload individual attachments to the European Dynamics platform, the file names assigned to the various word or excel attachments by the tenderer are lost and become a mix of random characters and numbers when the documents are downloaded from the platform. If the complete tender is file is first zipped and then uploaded as one file, this does not appear to happen. Therefore, tenderers are requested to upload their tender submission as one complete zip file.
(d) 	Tender submissions must be received no later than 12.00 noon (local time) on Tuesday, 21st July 2026.  It is the responsibility of the tenderers to ensure that the tender has been uploaded on time.  The MTU will not consider tenders that are received late under any circumstances.

Munster Technological University is seeking tenders from competent contractors to undertake Building Maintenance & Minor Projects at MTU Cork who will be based on the Bishopstown Campus full-time. This tender will cover the Bishopstown campus and city centre premises along with any new buildings that may come under the remit of MTU during the lifetime of this contract.
The works can include a wide variety of activities as would be expected on a large campus but not limited to the following; carpentry, repair of building fabric, repairs to footpaths, roadways and carparks, drains and gully cleaning, upgrade of offices, classrooms and laboratories, setting up for events, moving furniture/equipment etc
The main requirement of this tender is to assist with the day-to-day maintenance of MTU Cork and will be executed on the basis of day works rates. 
On occasions the contractor will be requested to submit a quotation for minor projects across MTU Cork such as office refurbishment or similar with an estimated value of less than €100k (ex Vat). 
For minor projects valued over €100k will be procured by seeking five quotations in writing or advertised on etenders.
As a significant amount of this work is difficult to quantify, the works are executed using the daywork rates from the Pricing Schedule (App. 2). The quantities in the Pricing Document are notional quantities, included only for tender assessment purposes. They do not describe the full extent of the Works to be executed in this contract. 

A. Specific Requirements
A.1       The Contractor must carry out the Works according to good practice and must only use goods and materials that are good quality and new.   
A.2     	The successful contractor will appoint a dedicated Foreman for the contract. This person will be the contact person for the Buildings & Estates Office. The foreman must be contactable by mobile phone.
A.3     	Work tasks will be given to the Contractor on a day-to-day basis and prioritised with the Maintenance Supervisor.  Instructions are normally given in writing via the FM system (Trackplan). There will be a specific Job No. for each task generated by Trackplan. In emergencies the Contractor may be given an oral instruction, in which case it will be confirmed in writing later. The resources required to do non-standard tasks will be agreed with the Buildings & Estates Office. The contractor will have to provide a PC, Laptop or other means to receive electronic communications.
A.4        Except this contract states otherwise, all communications provided for in this contract must be in English and in writing. The instruction must come from the Buildings & Estates Office and have a Cost Code. Tasks may be bundled to give continuous work over a period of time.

A.5	The Contractor must fill in Daywork Sheets for each task when completed, stating the Job No. and have it signed by the Maintenance Supervisor.
A.6	When the Dayworks sheets are signed off, the Contractor will submit an invoice to the Works Requester, based on tender rates plus attach copies of Daywork sheets.  Copy of material invoices greater than €50 may be requested.  
A.7		Invoices shall be based on the tendered rates only. The Contractor shall be paid monthly provided the Contractor submits correct invoices.  The Invoice will outline the hours worked and materials used for the invoice period.
A.8 	   The Contractor must keep a diary of each day at work when attending campus and make it available to MTU if requested.

A.10 	The Successful contractor will be responsible for ensuring that no damage is done to the building fabric or other equipment on site and that all work is carried out in a neat and safe manner.
A.11      Contractors must not use MTU skips without prior permission from Buildings & Estates Office.  MTU do not have C&D skips.

	A.16 	Existing Services:  Contractor to liaise and co-operate with Buildings & Estates Office regarding existing services.  Should any service be damaged or exposed, notify Buildings & Estates Office immediately. 
	A.17 	All Contract personnel shall be required to become familiar with MTU safety procedures including fire evacuation and emergency procedures and shall comply fully with same.
	A.18	The Contractor shall be responsible for the honesty, integrity, general behaviour and performance of staff employed. A.24	Housekeeping:  The Contractor shall ensure that work areas are left in a clean, tidy state.  Any waste to be placed in appropriate skips. It is the contractor’s responsibility to keep their compound clean.

B.  Facilities Management System (Trackplan)

 MTU employs Trackplan (ALA. DIMO Maint). facilities management software for asset and job management.
Planned and reactive jobs are instructed to the contractor via the system. The appointed contractor will use the contractor portal and mobile device application to interface with the system to accept jobs, add notes to jobs, complete jobs and upload any relevant documentation. An on-demand video tutorial is available, and personal instruction can also be provided.

C.  Health & Safety Requirements

The University has a Policy and Procedures relating to the Management of Contractors on Campus and the successful contractor will be trained on these procedures. It is expected that contractors will provide a considerable amount of documentation via the FM System (Trackplan) and training will be provided. There is an on-line H & S induction that all contractors are required to complete annually.  Below is a summary of H & S requirements;

The purpose the procedure is to establishing a safe system of work “i.e., work that is planned, organised, performed, maintained and revised as appropriate so as to be, so far as is reasonably practicable, safe and without risk to health and a process “e.g., a Permit To Work (PTW) or Risk Assessment & Method Statement (RAMS) that identifies and records the various hazards and the actions necessary including the allocation of responsibilities for work activities on campuses at Munster Technological University. 
The scope includes all activities in relation to repair, maintenance, alterations, modifications, management of events and projects carried out by contractors or supported by service providers whilst in the course of their duties at all Munster Technological University campuses. It does not cover works where the contractor is appointed PSCS for a project.

C.1 	Permit Requestor / Contractor Requirements
The Permit Requestor will:

C.2 	Risk Assessment & Method Statement Requirements

• The information will include contractor name and the person(s) responsible for developing the RAMS and overseeing the work. The RAMS revision number must be updated each time to reflect on any changes to the document.
 • Include project name, site name, location on site, brief description of work activity, names of the person involved, estimate duration of the work, start and finish dates and PSCS where appointed. 
• Must describe how the work will be done by listing the key steps as to how the work activity will be carried out including securing the work area (e.g., setting up the work area, delivery of plant / material / storage, work activity, clean-up on completion) etc.

1.	Contractor’s Obligations

	The Contractor undertakes to act with due care, skill and diligence in the provision of the Services and generally in the carrying out of its obligations under this Agreement and in the appointment, monitoring and retention of its agents and Subcontractors.  The Contractor shall require its agents and Subcontractors to exercise due care, skill and diligence in the provision of the Services and generally in the carrying out of obligations allocated by the Contractor to its agents and Subcontractors under this Agreement.

(2) ensure that it has in place appropriate technical and organisational measures, reviewed and approved by the Contracting Authority,  to protect against unauthorised or unlawful processing of Personal Data and against accidental loss or destruction of, or damage to, Personal Data, appropriate to the harm that might result from the unauthorised or unlawful processing or accidental loss, destruction or damage and the nature of the data to be protected, having regard to the state of technological development and the cost of implementing any measures (those measures may include, where appropriate, pseudonymising and encrypting Personal Data, ensuring confidentiality, integrity, availability and resilience of its systems and services, ensuring that availability of and access to Personal Data can be restored in a timely manner after an incident, and regularly assessing and evaluating the effectiveness of the technical and organisational measures adopted by it);

(3) ensure that all personnel who have access to and/or process Personal Data are obliged to keep the Personal Data confidential;

(4) not transfer any Personal Data outside of the European Economic Area unless the prior written consent of the Contracting Authority has been obtained and the following conditions are fulfilled;


i. appropriate safeguards are in place in relation to the transfer, to ensure that Personal Data is adequately protected in accordance with Chapter V of Regulation 2016/679 (General Data Protection Regulation); 
ii. the data subject has enforceable rights and effective legal remedies;
iii. The Contractor complies with its obligations under the Data Protection Laws by providing an adequate level of protection to any Personal Data that is transferred; and
iv. The Contractor complies with reasonable instructions notified to it in advance by the Contracting Authority with respect to the processing of the Personal Data;
 
E. The Contractor shall promptly notify the Contracting Authority if it receives a Data Subject Access Request to have access to any Personal Data or any other complaint, correspondence, notice, request  any order of the Court or request of any regulatory or government body relating to the Contracting Authority’s obligations under the Data Protection Laws and provide full co-operation and assistance to the Contracting Authority in relation to any such complaint, order or request (including, without limitation, by allowing Data Subjects to have access to their data).

F. The Contractor shall without undue delay report in writing to the Contacting Authority any data compromise involving Personal Data, or any circumstances that could have resulted in unauthorised access to or disclosure of Personal Data.

G. The Contractor shall assist the Contracting Authority in ensuring compliance with its obligations under the Data Protection Laws with respect to security, impact assessments and consultations with supervisory authorities and regulators.

H. The Contractor shall at the written direction of the Contracting Authority, amend, delete or return Personal Data and copies thereof to the Contracting Authority on termination of this Agreement unless the Contractor is required by the laws of any member of the European Union or by the laws of the European Union applicable to the Contractor to store the Personal Data.

I. The Contractor shall permit the Contracting Authority, the Office of the Data Protection Commission or other supervisory authority for data protection in Ireland, and / or their nominee to conduct audits and or inspections of the Contractor’s facilities, and to have access to all data protection, confidentiality and security procedures, data equipment, mechanisms, documentation, databases, archives, data storage devices, electronic communications and storage systems used by the Contractor in any way for the provision of the services.  The Contractor shall comply with all reasonable directions of the Contracting Authority arising out of any such inspection, audit or review.

J. The Contractor shall fully comply with, and implement policies which are communicated or notified to the Contractor by the Contracting Authority from time to time.

K. The Contractor shall maintain complete and accurate records and information to demonstrate its compliance with this clause 11 and allow for inspections and contribute to any audits by the Contacting Authority or the Contracting Authority’s designated auditor.

L. The Contractor shall:-

1. take all reasonable precautions to preserve the integrity of any Personal Data which it processes and to prevent any corruption or loss of such Personal Data;
2. ensure that a back-up copy of any and all such Personal Data is made weekly and this copy is recorded on media from which the data can be reloaded if there is any corruption or loss of the data; and
3. in such an event and if attributable to any default by the Contractor or any Sub-contractor, promptly restore the Personal Data at its own expense or, at the Contracting Authority’s option, reimburse the Contracting Authority for any reasonable expenses it incurs in having the Personal Data restored by a third party.


M. The Contracting Authority does not consent to the Contractor appointing any third party processor of Personal Data under this agreement. 


N. Save for clauses 11B, 11C, 11D(4) and 11E, all the obligations on the Contractor in this clause 11 relating to the processing of Personal Data shall apply to the processing of all Confidential Information.

3. Categories of data subject:  Contracting Authority employees, students, visitors and/or any other contractors/suppliers.
